I n October 1983, the Robert W. 
Woodruff Library published its 

first newsletter, “The Diversified  
Hexagon.”  The publication’s name 
was derived from the Atlanta Univer-
sity Center logo—six “hexagons”  
containing the names of the AUC 
schools surrounded by the words, 
“Strength in Diversity.” 

In 1982, with pooled resources 
from the six institutions of higher 
learning which then comprised the 
Atlanta University Center, the 
Woodruff Library opened and began 
providing collaborative library  
services to the AUC community.
