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Woodruff Library Preparing Shakur’s Writings for Scholarly Access

Shakur Foundation and
Afeni Shakur-Davis, mother
of platinum recording artist,
actor and poet, Tupac
Shakur, are partnering with
the Robert W. Woodruff
Library of the Atlanta
University Center to make
available for scholarly
research Shakur’s manu-
script writings and other
papers.

Prior to his untimely
death at the age of 25,
Shakur had released five
albums and appeared in four
motion pictures to great suc-
cess. Ten albums, numerous
compilations and four
feature films have been
released posthumously,

including the film,
Tupac, Resurrection,
which received an Acad-
emy Award nomination
for “Best Documentary
(Feature).”

Currently housed
within the Library’s
Archives & Special
Collections Depart-
ment, the Tupac
Shakur Collection
features Shakur’s handwritten lyrics
and track listings, personal notes,
video and film concepts, fan corre-
spondence, promotional materials
and other items. The Collection is
expected to be open for research in
Fall 2010.

“Mr. Shakur was a multi-
dimensional artist, who helped
define a musical genre, and as the
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academic library
serving four institu-
tions of higher learn-
ing, it is our mission,
as well as a great
privilege, to help pro-
mote scholarship and
research of his work,
and the mechanics of
his creative process
and the hip hop
culture,” said
Loretta Parham, CEO &
Library Director.
